Driver’s Meeting/Clinic    
Drivers and families’ can turn in Race Registration forms. Held at the Rosson & Troilo Complex in 
Brandy Station.  Opportunity for help setting up your car & driver. Experienced personnel to help drivers 
build, and adjust cars. All parts and weights will be available for sales at this time. Scales will be set up 
for all drivers attending to weigh-in, and adjust weights. 
Committee and Junior Committee members will be present to answer any questions. 
 
Advanced Set-Up & Fine Tuning Clinic (NEW)    
Tap into the pool of knowledge of experienced drivers and pit crew; to enhance & fine tune your car and 
driver for this year’s race. A specialized clinic given by experienced drivers/pit crew sharing ideas on car 
construction, to increase aero dynamics of car and driver.  
 
Driver’s Registration Deadline – Friday, May 1, 2009 
All drivers must register for the 2009 Soap Box Derby by this date. To register; all drivers must fill out a 
(1) “Local” Registration form, (2) a “Official” AASBD Registration form, provide (3) a copy of a birth 
certificate, and a  fee of $40.00 per driver (this fee is waived for any new car purchased).  
 
Culpeper Fireman’s Parade – Thursday, May 21, 2009 
Drivers participating will meet behind the Food Lion on the north end of town at 5:15 PM.  
From there, we will make our way to our “line-up” spot. All parents/guardians - PLEASE - arrange to 
pick up your driver immediately following the Parade in the parking lot of Bumper to Bumper Auto Parts, 
next to Gilmore’s Budget Rental on the south end of Main St. 
 
Family Fun Day – Saturday, May, 23, 2009 
A free race for all drivers registered for the 2009 Soap Box Derby of Culpeper. The race will be held on 
Achievement Dr. at the Culpeper County High School. Enter from Ira Hoffman Dr. Lunch will be 
provided and a good time for all. This will be a great time to practice behind the wheel and in a race 
environment. Cars must be race ready prior to the start of the race. 
 
TRIAL RUNS ! ! !   -   Sunday, May 24, 2009 
Held at the Culpeper County High School, enter off of “Ira Hoffman Lane”.  

• First-Time Drivers – MANDATORY   any driver that has never gone down the hill, out of 
starting ramps at any Soap Box Derby activity. If you have participated in any SBD event where 
you have gone out of any set of starting ramps, you are no longer a first time driver. Please arrive 
at Noon. 

• Experienced Drivers – OPTIONAL Any driver that has gone down the hill out of the starting 
ramps at any Soap Box Activity – including any Rally and/or Race.  Please meet around 2:30 or 
3:00. 

 
FINAL INSPECTION & IMPOUNDMENT   -  MANDATORY for All Drivers 
Saturday or Sunday  June 13 or 14, 2009 
Mandatory Inspection for all drivers. Please sign up for a time on either Saturday or Sunday. Usually held 
the weekend prior to the Derby. All cars will go through a complete final inspection from head to toe. The 
driver and car do their last and final weigh-in. The cars are impounded until race day. The drivers will 
receive race day T-Shirt and their line up for race day.
